What is the aim and purpose of your key stage?

· Our curriculum is ambitious for all our children and is adapted to meet the needs of individuals.
· Our curriculum is meaningful and engaging for our pupils.
· Our children will listen attentively and respond with comprehension to familiar stories, rhymes and songs that are appropriate to their age and stage of development.
· Our children will understand early mathematical concepts appropriate to their age and stage.
· Our children will be able to articulate what they know and understand and be able to hold thoughtful conversations with adults and their peers.
· Our children will be physically active in their play, developing good control and coordination in both large and small movements.

	Implementation
How do we teach in our key stage MV?
	· Meaningful learning experiences are planned and delivered across the 7 areas of the EYFS curriculum.
· Staff have strong knowledge and understanding of our curriculum and the way in which young children learn. 
· Staff training ensures they have the knowledge and skills required to effectively deliver our curriculum and support our individual learners. 
· Staff present information clearly to children, promoting appropriate discussion and questioning.
· Staff communicate well to check children’s understanding, identify misconceptions and provide clear explanations to improve their learning, they respond and adapt their teaching as necessary.
· Practitioners ensure that their own speaking, listening and reading of English enables children to hear and develop their own language and vocabulary well. 
· Assessment is used well to check what children know and can do to inform teaching. This includes planning suitably challenging activities and responding to specific needs. 
· The learning environments support the intent of our curriculum, with our provision areas, resources and activities planned carefully to support our curriculum intent.
· Staff develop caring, respectful and professional relationships with the children in their care and their families.
· Information is shared with parents about their child’s progress. We hold parent information meetings, small group reading support groups, stay and play sessions, learning review meetings and also use Tapestry (online learning journal). We support our parents to known how to extend their child’s learning at home, including how to foster a love of reading.
· Systematic teaching of synthetic phonics is integrated throughout teaching and learning.
