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	Planning Writing

	· Use a book (such as whole class reading text), experience, topic or the children’s interests as the stimulus or ‘hook’ 
· Ensure there is a balance of fiction, non-fiction and poetry
· In reception, plan for one piece of guided writing working within a group weekly - this should be in line with the children’s phonics learning at the time and should not involve copying
· In year 1, plan for one extended piece of writing each week - plan for sustained writing to improve the quality and quantity of written pieces
· Plan the conversations and speaking activities that will need to take place to scaffold the main writing activity
· Plan the specific vocabulary that you want the children to learn, understand and use in their conversations and writing
· Regular dictation sessions planned to focus on basic skills such as spelling, letter formation and punctuation
· Explicitly plan each stage of the writing process (build up pieces to develop ideas, vocabulary, sentence structure and grammar to provide the building blocks for the final piece)
· Plan how you will provide scaffolding or visual prompts to support the children’s working memory (especially for SEND children), such as using pictures from a story to support re-telling
· Ensure planning is progressive and relevant for the children’s current stage of development for example, in early years, writing begins with mark making and giving meaning to the marks they make, before moving on to labelling with initial sounds, segmenting CVC words and eventually writing simple sentences

	Teaching Process

	· Make the purpose for writing and its intended audience very clear and motivating
· Lots of ORACY work around vocabulary and the build up to writing 
· Ensure the children know WAGOLL
· Model the process of writing by thinking aloud 
· Use shared writing to model the features, skills and objectives you are focusing on
· Early morning writing tasks to focus on developing basic skills (letter formation, CEW, HFW etc)
· Use WABOLLs to spot mistakes and teach how to improve writing
· Children to complete build up activities to develop ideas, such as through drama, role-play, hot seating, or learning  
new vocabulary, focusing on sentence structure and grammar objectives
· 5 Finger Checker (capital letters, full stops, use of phonics knowledge, finger spaces, re-reading own work) to be embedded into practice from the beginning of spring term in reception 
· Green pen editing to begin in summer term in Y1


	Marking and Feedback During the Writing Process

	· In EYFS, all work is to be marked in the moment with the children to provide instant verbal feedback
· In year 1, a mixture of in the moment and timely marking is to be used
· Every piece of work to have an orange improvement identified and practised – see marking policy 

	Sharing and Celebrating

	· Children to have regular opportunities to read and share their writing, such as with their peers, other year groups or classes, other teachers, school leaders, inviting parents into school, performing poetry, making a class book
· Every classroom to have children’s mark making/writing on display and regularly updated
· Specific writing certificates to be awarded in assemblies
· Regular uploads to Twitter – at least half termly
· Tapestry posts – at least half termly
