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	Planning a Writing Unit

	· Choose a stimulus; experience, book or a topic (video, photographs, artefacts) 
· Think about the purpose and the audience
· Be clear about the build-up and barriers the children might face (oracy, drama/role-play, vocabulary building, sentence structure, text features, drafting, editing, publishing)
· Make links between genres covered in previous year groups – Needs to be progressive
· What planning format will the children use?
· Which elements of editing will you teach?

	Teaching Process
	Editing Process

	· Pick out the features of the chosen type of writing – develop a ‘Writer’s Toolkit’ for the genre (Working Wall)
· Plan activities to develop the children’s understanding of the text – hot seating, drama/role-play, debate, speaking and listening or visual prompts 
· Teach build up activities to a final piece – Smaller pieces, short paragraphs, scaffolding, focused grammar and sentence structure activities (WAGOLL/WABOLL) 
· Planning – use the one most relevant to the task (Sue Palmer – Skeleton plans, “boxing up” plans)
	· Teach chosen strands of editing – ARMS and COPS - using green pens. COPS to be the focus of editing in year 3 – moving towards ARMS at the end of year 3.
· Use editing sessions to focus on editing work – link this to the Writer’s Toolkit or working wall
· Model it (under the visualiser/iPad), do it together, in pairs, individually
· Look for grammatical elements that need to be improved
· Through editing or as part of Feedback Five (marking policy) choose the following areas:
· Corrections to spelling, vocabulary, punctuation or grammar


	Marking and Feedback During the Writing Process

	Choose which of the Feedback Five is the most appropriate for the task or piece of writing
Green pen for editing or answering teacher questions. Improvement points to be evident in final/next piece.

	Sharing and Celebrating

	Children to aloud/share their work individually, with their peers or in a group.
