“Our intent is to provide the children with high quality physical education and school sport that will provide the children with the knowledge and skills to lead a healthy, active lifestyle and promote life-long participation within sport.”

The school’s aims include:
 To promote the participation of all pupils in regular physical activity- kick starting healthy active life styles.
  To broaden the range of sports and activities offered to all pupils. 
  To increase the confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport. 
 To increase participation and enjoyment in competitive sport and personal challenge.
 To develop leadership and coaching skills of Key Stage 2 pupils (Playground Leaders) in physical activity, in order to transfer, encourage and promote these active skills across the school to their peers. 

The policy will also ensure that all aspects of physical activity in school promote the health and wellbeing of all pupils, staff, parents and visitors. We aim to increase the activity levels of the whole school in a variety of different ways in a comfortable and supportive environment for everyone in school. 
We will achieve this by:
 • Promoting positive attitudes towards participation in physical activity.
 • Ensuring that each child is able to fulfil their full potential in a range of physical activities and find an area of interest.
[bookmark: _GoBack] • Providing opportunities to learn new skills and engage in quality physical activities both within and outside of curriculum time. The school follow a spiral curriculum, which incorporates all the national curriculum objectives, allowing the children to develop their skills every year in a well mapped out journey. 
 • Raising the profile of physical activity throughout the school and encouraging and finding new ways for cross-curricular links.
 • Promoting inclusion. 
• Encouraging and finding new ways for children, parents and staff to keep healthy in their daily lives.
 • Working with specialist trained sports coaches (PE Partner) to oversee and deliver our Physical Activity plan.
•Analyse assessment data to plan interventions to target and promote physical activity. 
Staffing Responsibilities and Staff Development
 The school recognises the importance of professional development and offers opportunities to engage in further training offered by PE Partner. Areas that staff would like to develop are discussed so that we can find the most appropriate method to support and build school staffs knowledge, skills and confidence. 
Health and Safety
 All staff are responsible for the safe practice of the activity which they are leading and should ensure the basic rules regarding this are established and adhered to: 
• Behaviour. 
• Appropriate clothing, footwear, the removal of jewellery, hair tied back etc. 
• Safe and effective exercise procedures are adopted in all physical activities including warm ups and cool downs.

Active Break Times
Morley Victoria has many facilities, which include: Trim trail in the KS2 playground. Activity rope climbing trail in the Y5/Y6 playground. There is equipment put onto the playground at both play and lunchtimes daily along with various sports / playground markings to encourage physical activity at playtimes. Timetables have been created to facilitate the engagement in sports such as dodgeball and football so that the children can get the most out of the space and time available. Activities and competitions for KS1 and KS2 will also be supported and facilitated through our sports leaders who undergo training by a programme run by school stuff. 
Extra-Curricular Activities 
There is a wide range of extra-curricular activities available to the children run by staff, and PE Partner. The activities are varied, including competitive and non-competitive clubs. Recently these have included dance, football clubs, multi-sports, running club, athletics, rounders and circuit sessions. We constantly assess data of participation levels of these clubs so we can monitor the participation levels and look at different ways of increasing the numbers.  We also actively encourage children to attend local clubs; the school promotes these through handouts and representatives that visit the school.
