	Subject:                       Music


	Intent
(What is the aim and purpose of your subject at MV?)
	· All children, regardless of cultural or economic background have a right to access high quality music education. At Morley Victoria, we aim to give opportunities to develop a love of music and foster creativity in ALL children. 
· Children will perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including works of the great composers and musicians.
· Children will learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others using both physical instruments and technology.
· Children will have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument and have the opportunity to move to the next level of musical excellence.
· Children will learn to understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure, and appropriate musical notation.

	Implementation
(How do we teach your subject at MV?)
	· The interrelated dimensions of music are taught through Charanga. Each year group (R – Y6) has 3 units to deliver. Each unit follows the pattern of: listen and respond; explore and learn; improvise; compose; perform own pieces. During these units all children will develop their proficiency on glockenspiel as they move through each year group and other instruments are dropped into the units as appropriate.
· Children have a weekly singing session at different points throughout the year with a pianist and their teacher. Within this sessions the children are taught a range of songs that help to develop their understanding of pitch, rhythm and dynamics. (A1 – KS1/F, A2 – KS2, Sp Term – KS1F, Su Term – KS2. Key Stages have a weekly singing assembly when they do not have year group singing.
· KS2 singing assemblies cover further singing skills such as singing in rounds, learning songs linked to traditions and festivals and further developing children’s understanding of how to sing well in a group in unison and with harmonies.
· KS1 singing assemblies focus on the love of singing and singing songs with different rhythms. They also cover songs for festivals and traditions.
· EYFS continually use songs and music throughout the year exposing the children to a variety of different genres.
· A KS2 choir allows children the opportunity to take their love and talent for singing even further. This generally has between 30 and 50 children and we take the children to perform in front of different audiences and in different settings.
· Young Voices helps children from Y5 and Y6 to develop their love of singing and learn how to sing in a very large choir. A great deal of development of part singing. 50 children a year.
· The Big Sing takes place at Leeds Town Hall and is open to our Y3 and Y4 children. It gives them the opportunity to sing in a mass choir.
· All children learn and perform songs for Christmas concerts and class assemblies. In KS2 many of these include harmonies, part singing and development of dynamics.
· All KS2 children learn to play the ukulele in Y3. This is taught via a peri from Artforms, but teachers are part of the lessons developing their knowledge. Within these sessions the children learn to play solo, duets and in a group. They are taught musical notation and the language of music, and they develop their understanding of different rhythms and tempos. Children perform for their peers and their parents on their instruments. 
· Musical achievements are shared and celebrated in assemblies and children who have private lessons outside school are invited to perform for their peers in assembly. 
· Private violin lessons are made available for parents who want their child to learn a further instrument and we currently have 12 children being taught a weekly lesson. They perform a concert at the end of the year for their parents. 
· Rocksteady music school is run to allow up to 45 children to learn to play keyboard, guitar, drums or vocals as part of a band each week. These are paid for by parents. Rocksteady hold three concerts during the school year to showcase the children’s achievements. 

	Impact
(What difference does it make to the children?)
	· Children are developing their understanding of the inter-related dimensions of music as mentioned above. This aspect needs an acute focus to ensure that children develop the vocabulary of pitch, rhythm, dynamics etc. This must be done by teachers within their topic linked music lessons.
· Children perform confidently in their instrumental performances and concerts.
· Singing is a huge part of the Morley Victoria experience and the children make excellent progress in both confidence and achievement as they progress through school. The children take this confidence into other areas of school life and music generally makes them happy and more creative.
· There is a love of music at Morley Victoria and the children are enthusiastic about their performances. 
· Violin, guitar and Rock Steady music lessons are popular and generally over-subscribed – the children are wanting to take their music to the next level.
· Children are exposed to a wider range of musical styles.

EVIDENCE OF ENJOYMENT 
The quality of the performances that the children produce show their love of the subject, but to get some more quantifiable data I conducted questionnaires about music.
· 89% said that they enjoy music at Morley Victoria
· 78% have enjoyed singing for audiences
· 67% enjoyed playing their instrument for an audience
· 81% enjoyed learning an instrument

Since these questionnaires were taken, the delivery of guitars and ukulele sessions has changed to allow more continuation of skills within single year groups. This should reflect in the results next time the questionnaires are taken.
