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Music is taught through a blend of class-based learning with children’s current teacher and weekly singing sessions or singing assemblies lead by the music lead and a supporting pianist from Artforms. 
Their class-based musical education follows units from the Charanga Music School scheme of work with each year group covering three specified units to cover across the academic year. The scheme is a spiral curriculum, meaning that children build their skills by covering them at progressive levels each year. Within each lesson the children will sing, play glockenspiel or do both. They work in pairs with the glockenspiel. Links to curriculum progression and long term plans can be found on the music page of the school website. 
Singing sessions are taught by the music lead and involve the children singing in ensemble. The size of group rages between 60 for year group singing sessions and 120 (KS1) / 240 (KS2) for singing assemblies. Within both types of session, children sing songs in unison, in parts and in rounds. Children sing songs that have been specifically chosen to cover certain aspects of the interrelated dimensions of music as well as songs that they request and sing purely for enjoyment.
