	Intent

· LTP across school is linked with the current geography and science topics.
· Continuation the Eco-Warriors who work in school to discuss our action plan and give the children a voice in what they would like to happen next.
· We utilise national events such as ‘Earth Day’, ‘World Ocean Day’ and key moments in history such as the ‘UN Climate Change Conference’ to inspire children and have lots of hands-on learning and experiences.
· Celebration of success in school through assemblies, displayed work and Twitter.
