	Intent
(What is the aim and purpose of your subject at MV?)
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Art and design should be fully inclusive to every child. Our aims are to: fulfil the requirements of the National Curriculum for art and design, provide a broad and balanced curriculum, ensure the progressive development of knowledge and skills, enable children to observe and record from first-hand experience and from imagination, develop the children’s competence in controlling materials and tools, acquire knowledge and become proficient in various art and design techniques and processes, begin to develop an awareness of the visual and tactile elements including; colour, pattern and texture, line and tone, shape, form and space, foster enjoyment and appreciation of the visual arts and develop a knowledge of significant artists, craftspeople and designers, increase critical awareness of the roles and purposes of art and design in different times and cultures and analyse works using the language of art and design.

Art and design teaching at Morley Victoria Primary School instils an appreciation and enjoyment of the visual arts whilst recognising the different elements of art taught.  Art and design stimulates imagination and creativity; involving children in a range of visual, tactile and sensory experiences, which enable them to communicate what they see, think and feel through the use of the elements of colour, texture, form and pattern.  Art and design promotes careful observation and an appreciation of the world around us and gives us an understanding of historical and cultural developments of great artists and their art forms. Children explore ideas and meanings through studying the work of artists and designers. Through learning about the roles and functions of art, they can explore the impact it has had on contemporary life and on different periods and cultures. Children will learn to evaluate and analyse creative work using the language of art.


	Implementation
(How do we teach your subject at MV?)
	To ensure high standards of teaching and learning in art and design, we implement a curriculum that is progressive throughout the whole school. Art and design is taught focusing on knowledge and skills stated in the 2014 Primary National Curriculum which provides a broad framework and outlines the knowledge and skills taught in each Key Stage. We ensure that art and design is given the same importance as the core subjects, as we feel this is important in enabling all children to gain ‘real-life’ experiences. The progression document ensures the curriculum is covered and the skills/knowledge taught is progressive from year group to year group. 

We will achieve this by:
 • Teaching art regularly. The children will cover an art topic weekly for at least one term and will also have additional opportunities to engage with art and design activities throughout the school year.
 • Linking art when possible, to the topic for the term, to ensure relevance and context.
 • Teaching a predominantly skills-based curriculum, which covers the 7 elements of art. Full details of our art curriculum can be found in our Long-Term Plan on the one drive and the school website.
• Re-teaching skills throughout the children’s time in school. Skills are revisited, which progresses in terms of depth and challenge, to build on the children’s previous learning.
 • Ensuring that each child develops their skills and techniques in a way appropriate to them, through clear differentiation and support, active and purposeful experiences, and using a variety of different media and teaching strategies. 
• Fostering an enjoyment and appreciation of the visual arts and a knowledge of artists to introduce pupils to a wide range of contemporary and historical artists.
• Utilising a sketchbook approach, so that children feel safe to experiment and take risks, without the fear of doing something “wrong”.
• Encouraging each child to evaluate their art and design work and that of others, both with peers and adults. 
• Celebrating effort, progress and achievement in art through displays, Twitter, floor books and enrichment activities, such as trips out.
 

	Impact
(What difference does it make to the children?)
	Within art and design, we strive to instil an appreciation and enjoyment of the arts enriching the children’s learning experience.  We focus on progression of knowledge and skills and discreet vocabulary progression also form part of the units of work. By the end of their time with us, we want pupils to have learned, improved and embedded a range of artistic skills. They should have an awareness of a broad range of artists and be able to consider and discuss the artworks they come across. We want our pupils to be confident to explore, experiment and take risks, placing value on the process and journey that they take, not just on the finished product. Most importantly, we want children to have found and enjoyed a creative outlet – a means of self-expression and enjoyment.
