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COLOUR
Reflected light organised on a colour wheel with 3 primary colours, 3 secondary colours and 3 tertiary colours.
LINE
A line is a recognisable path created by a point moving in a space it is one-dimensional and can vary in thickness.
SHAPE
Shapes have two-dimensions, length and width, they can geometric (regular shapes) or organic (irregular shape).
VALUE
Value describes the brightness or darkness of colour. A gradient is a series of values from lightest to darkest. 
Tint- white added to a colour to make it lighter.
Shade- black added to a colour to make it darker.
FORM
Form exists in three dimensions with length, width and height.
SPACE
Space in a work of art refers to a feeling of three dimension, it creates an illusion of depth.
Texture
The surface quality of an object. Actual texture you can feel.
