1 Have fun – this one is most important. Learning a language can be lots of fun, so relax and enjoy it!
2 Little and often – it is much easier to pick up a language in small bitesize chunks so by practising a little bit regularly you will become an expert in no time!
3 Practise, practise, practise – learning a language is all about memory. The average person needs to do something 30 times to transfer it into long term memory, so repetition is key!
4 Use apps – there are loads of great apps out there to help practise learning a language. My most recommended would be “DuoLingo”.
5 Read books – use your phonics (just like you do in English) and have a go at reading a book in a different language. There are loads of great options out there, some even have the English translation alongside! Check out our top 5 French reading books for some suggestions.
6 Watch TV (seriously!) – you will be amazed at how many of your favourite films and television programmes have alternate versions in different languages. Watch them with English subtitles on to improve your listening skills.
7 Sing – listening to music from another country not only helps you appreciate a part of their culture, but you will also pick up some new vocabulary too.
8 Research – use the internet and books to find out more about the country, people, and culture. You are bound to find out some interesting new facts that you didn’t know before and it will really help if you get to visit that country, which leads me on to…
9 Travel – if you are lucky enough to get the opportunity to travel to a different country embrace the different language, people, and culture you find there. Make sure to practise your newfound language skills, for example by ordering something in a restaurant!
10 Be confident – to start with you might feel silly speaking in another language but be confident in the knowledge that you have a skill that 40% of the world’s population doesn’t have!
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
