Accessibility Plan 
Updated January 2025

1. Purpose of the Plan
The purpose of this accessibility plan is to show how Morley Victoria Primary School has assessed the accessibility of our school for disabled pupils. 
2. Definition of Disability
As defined by the Equality Act 2010, a person has a disability if the person ‘has a physical or mental impairment, and the impairment has a substantial and long-term adverse effect on the person’s ability to carry out normal day-to-day activities’.

3. School’s Responsibility
The Equality Act 2010 states that schools and local authorities need to carry out accessibility planning for disabled pupils.
Schools must implement accessibility plans which are aimed at:
· Increasing the extent to which disabled pupils can participate in the curriculum;
· Improving the physical environment of schools to enable disabled pupils to take better advantage of education, benefits, facilities, and services provided, and;
· Improving the availability of accessible information to disabled pupils.
Morley Victoria Primary School aims to treat all stakeholders, including pupils, prospective pupils, staff, governors, and other member of the school community favourably and, wherever possible, takes reasonable steps to avoid placing anyone at a substantial disadvantage. The school aims to work closely with disabled pupils, their families and any relevant outside agencies in order to remove or minimise any potential barriers to learning and maximise their potential to learn, achieve and participate fully in school life. The school is active in promoting positive attitudes to disabled people in the school and in planning to increase access to education for all disabled pupils. As part of the school’s continued communication with parents, carers and other stakeholders we continually look at ways to improve accessibility through data collection, questionnaires and parental discussions. 
4. Contextual Information
Morley Victoria Primary occupies a split-level site in the centre of Morley. The KS2 section of site is a large Victorian building with pedestrian and vehicular access from Asquith Avenue and pedestrian only access from Victoria Road. The EYFS/KS1 section of school is made up of a number of separate buildings including portacabins and is accessible from Victoria Street (at the side of school) through pedestrian and vehicular access gates at the top of the street and by walking through the KS2 building and up some steps between the two buildings.  The school buildings and playgrounds are only accessible in part (and with support for access in some cases) for a child or parent/carer in a wheelchair and many outdoor surfaces are sloped/uneven. The school has a hygiene suite to support any child with self-care needs and a disabled toilet. There is a disabled parking bay in the school playground near the main entrance and an egress point of entry. 
5. Aims and Objectives
Morley Victoria aims to:
· Provide access where possible by making reasonable adjustments to the curriculum for pupils with a disability;
· Improve and maintain access to the physical environment;
