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Introduction
At Morley Victoria we are very proud to be a highly inclusive, nurturing school where every child matters. We adhere to the SEND Regulations of 2014 and the SEND Code of Practice in everything that we do. We believe in a whole school approach to supporting those learners with addition needs and school leaders and Governors include all children with SEND in their vision and aspirations: we have a strong determination that every pupil must have access to all aspects of school life. As a result of this, pupils with SEND receive very effective provision, and achieve extremely well across a broad and balanced curriculum.

What do I do if I think my child or young person may have special educational needs?
In the first instance, please speak with your child’s class teacher and share your concerns with them. They will then be able to work with you on strategies to support your child within school. Teachers and parents may then wish to speak with our school SENCo, Mrs Bode, to ask for additional advice and guidance.

How does our school identify children with SEN?
Early identification of any possible SEN is vital. The class teacher will speak with parents to share any concerns and enlists their active help and participation.
The class teacher and the Inclusion Team members assess and monitor the children’s needs and progress in line with existing school practices and work to meet those needs together. If the Inclusion Team feel that specialist assessment is necessary to help identify specific areas 





of need, they may signpost parents to the appropriate service or refer into another agency for support.

How will school support my child or young person’s learning?
We believe that “Every teacher is a teacher of children with SEND,” in line with the SEND Code of Practice. Our teachers provide high quality teaching that is differentiated and personalised to meet the individual needs of the majority of children in. We use waves of provision to support the children in our school and an example of this can be found on our website. Quality first teaching (Wave 1) is our first step in responding to pupils who have or may have SEND and addresses the needs of many children in the classroom. 
School responds to children’s needs by:
• Providing support for children who need help with communication, language and English.
• Planning to develop children’s understanding through the use of all available senses and experiences.
• Planning for children’s full participation in learning, and in physical and practical activities;
• Helping children to manage their behaviour and to take part in learning effectively and safely.
• Helping individuals to manage their emotions, particularly trauma or stress, and to take part in learning.
• Taking account of their views and wishes along with those of their parents/carers.
Teachers use a range of strategies to meet children’s special educational needs. Lessons have clear learning objectives; work is differentiated appropriately, and agreed assessments are used to inform the next stage of learning. Teachers take account of children’s individual needs and make reasonable adjustments, where necessary, to support individuals or groups of children and thus enable them to participate effectively in all aspects of school.  Where specific interventions are needed, these are planned with a specific focus in mind to enable maximum progress within an agreed time-scale.  
This quality first teaching addresses the needs of most children (Wave 1).  If this is not the case for your child, then the class teacher can consult with members of the Inclusion Team who will act as a link with parents.  The class teacher and the SENCO will then look at more 





targeted and personalised provision to meet more specific needs (Wave 2 and sometimes Wave 3).  Members of the Inclusion Team support and advise colleagues about how to manage and maintain appropriate resources to enable appropriate provision to children with SEN or who have disabilities.  

How is progress of SEND pupils tracked?
The school use the graduated approach to track the outcomes of children with SEND. This is a plan-do-review cycle that is reviewed in a timely manner and used to inform future provision. Children with SEND have an individual provision map which follows them through school with agreed strengths, difficulties and provision which is reviewed at regular points through the year.
We assess children’s academic progress against the appropriate national curriculum and have smaller steps in place for those working towards year group objectives. Where necessary, this is done using a finely-graded assessment tool such as the SENIT developmental journal, B-Squared or Stages not Ages.
The Inclusion Team meet weekly to monitor and evaluate provision for children with SEND and complete the required documentation required by outside agencies. The Inclusion Team also meet with teachers on a regular basis to assess progress of children with SEND and review targets. The Headteacher also has regular pupil progress meetings with teachers in which the progress of all children is discussed. 

How will the curriculum be matched to my child or young person’s needs?
This school provides a broad and balanced curriculum for all children. The National Curriculum is our starting point for planning, from this, teachers set suitable learning challenges and respond to children’s diverse learning needs. Some children have particular needs that could create barriers to learning for which reasonable adjustments will be made.
We support children in a manner that acknowledges their entitlement to share the same learning experiences that their peers enjoy. Teachers will endeavour to make those reasonable adjustments to allow children to access the same curriculum as their peers. Wherever possible, we do not withdraw children from the classroom situation. There are 






times though when, to maximise learning and best meet a child’s needs, we ask the children to work in small groups, or in a one-to-one situation to help support the learning process.

How accessible is the school?
Our school is an old Victorian building with four outer buildings on different levels.  We have done everything we can to make our school as accessible as possible, including fitting disabled facilities and ramps.  Parents/Carers of children with physical disabilities and other needs are invited to visit the school to best understand our facilities.  Please see a copy of our accessibility plan on our school website.  This is a working document and is published annually on our website.

How will I know how well my child or young person is doing and how will you help me support my child’s learning?
The school has an open-door policy and teachers are happy to meet with parents by appointment to discuss any concerns about their child’s progress and needs.  We also hold two formal learning review meetings each year and provide a written report in the summer term. In addition to this, arrangements will be made, when necessary, to meet parents of children with SEND for a longer period of time to review their progress and plan new objectives.  Individual Provision Maps are written for all children on the SEND register, these form the basis of support in the classroom and will be reviewed in collaboration with parents and the SENCo.  Where possible, we also believe that children should have the opportunity to engage in these reviews too. For those children with EHCPs we review progress termly and formally once per year. 

What support will there be for my child or young person’s overall well-being and social, emotional and behavioural development?
Within school, we adopt a whole-child approach which supports children’s understanding of mental health, well-being, social situations and emotions. We have two members of our Inclusion Team whose specific role is to work closely with children and families to provide emotional and pastoral support:

We work closely with the Morley Cluster to provide additional support for children and families through a referral service. Please refer to additional policies on our website that link closely to this. 

What services and expertise are available or accessed by the school, including staff with specific specialist knowledge/qualifications?
There are a range of different services and expertise available to children at different levels: universal, targeted and personalised. The School Nursing Team work with all children in reception and year 6. We also work closely with:

How will my child be included in activities outside the classroom?
All children are given opportunities to participate in clubs, school trips and residential visits. We encourage parents to allow children with SEND to participate to the fullest and provide all the necessary support to enable this to happen safely. Risk assessments will be completed and, provided these are met, then children with SEND will access all activities or modified activities on school trips and residentials. As a school we track our children’s participation in clubs and representing the school to ensure they are given these opportunities. We also participate in the inclusive sports programme which provide a range of sports events for children with SEND. 







How will the school help children and young people transfer to the next phase of education?
Our year 6 staff and Inclusion Team work closely with high schools to ensure that transition for all pupils is as smooth as possible. They ensure that all information and key documents are transferred to high school and discussed in depth and transition meetings. Children with SEND will have additional transitional visits arranged where possible to support their needs and transition. 

How are the school’s resources/funding allocated and matched to children’s needs?
Any additional high needs funding that the school receives to meet the needs of individual children is used directly to support them with additional staffing or resources.  Where no additional funding is allocated, we use the resources available through the school Notional SEN Budget to provide support and resources.  Where the needs of the child are such that it becomes too costly to meet them through the normal school budget, we work with parents and the local authority to identify and access additional funding streams.
All funding decisions are monitored by the Finance and Resources Committee of the school governors.

How are parents and carers involved in the school?
We believe in the importance of the home – child – school triangle.  We provide curriculum evenings or meet the teacher sessions for all year groups. In addition, there are two learning review meetings with the teacher and termly reviews alongside the SENCo for those children with EHCPs. 
We are fully committed to working with parents/carers and actively encourage everyone to be involved in school life. Parents can keep up to date with their child’s class through X (formally Twitter) and Tapestry in EYFS. School also produce termly newsletters which provide overviews od what is happening within school. There are also times within the year when teachers may invite parents in to showcase children’s learning in a particular topic. Other meetings, training, 





PFA events, assemblies, concerts and other events are organised in school throughout the year, all of which support our open-door policy.
