School Uniform Policy

Principles

It is our policy that all children should wear clothing that is in keeping with a purposeful learning ethos. We also believe it is important that certain activities are facilitated by specialised and appropriate clothing when attending school, or when participating in a school-organised event outside of school.

Aims

Our policy is based on the belief that a school uniform:

· promotes a sense of pride in the school.
· engenders a feeling of belonging.
· is practical and distinctive.
· identifies the children with the school.
· is not distracting in class.
· makes children feel equal in terms of appearance.
· reflects the sense of both community and inclusivity.
· is regarded as suitable, and good value for money, by most parents/carers.


The following information has been agreed by our school Governors and is shared with parents/carers in our school prospectus and during visits to school prior to a child starting with us.

We ask that children come to school in the school uniform as detailed below: -

WINTER:				White polo shirt/shirt
Navy blue sweatshirt/cardigan
					Navy blue/grey/black trousers or skirt (knee length)
					Tights/Socks: Navy blue/grey/black/white

		
SUMMER				White polo shirt/shirt
Navy blue/grey/black shorts/trousers/skirt/blue/white checked/striped dress (knee length)

		
Children are welcome to wear sweatshirts and polo shirts with or without the school motif. Sweatshirts and polo shirts bearing the school motif can be purchased from The Uniform Centre, Queen Street, Morley.

*Please note that hot pants and crop tops/cropped t shirts are not appropriate for PE school uniform*  Cycling shorts must be just above the knee in length (No Nike Pro style shorts)

*Please note that children are to come to school wearing their full PE Kit. As a school we now have school PE kit with the school motif which is available to purchase from Price and Buckland. We encourage children to wear this kit; however, this is not compulsory. *

Footwear

Shoes must be sensible, flat, and BLACK in colour. Plain black non-branded trainers are acceptable (NO COLOURED MOTIFS).

Boots can be worn in winter providing they are sensible, flat, plain, and BLACK in colour. (No stilettos, high heels, or fashion boots please). These must be worn under trousers. Due to health and safety reasons the children are not allowed to wear sandals.


Jewellery

The following items of jewellery are acceptable:
Earrings – simple stud or small sleeper earrings, no more than one per ear.
For safety reasons these should be removed for PE and sporting events or covered with a plaster.

Watches – a plain ‘tell the time ‘Type watch is allowed. Complicated fiddly “toy” type watches are inappropriate. Watches that connect to the Internet are not allowed.

For safety reasons children should not be wearing bracelets, rings, or necklaces in school (unless for religious reasons)


Hairbands/Accessories

Headbands, head scarves or hair accessories - we request that these are school colours or neutral colours and of an appropriate size.

Hair/Nails/Make-up

Children should come to school with an appropriate hairstyle, (not too short, no patterns or extreme colours).

False nails and make-up (including mascara and nail varnish) must not be worn in school.

Swimming

All items of clothing or equipment must be clearly marked with child’s name.

*Please note that all our uniform can be purchased without the logo from reasonably priced shops. We also encourage uniform swaps and visiting second hand uniform stores so that uniform is recycled and saves families some money at the same time.
