One of our biggest news stories this academic year was joining the Owlcotes Multi-Academy Trust back in September 2024. This decision wasn’t taken lightly and following a thorough and lengthy process with the School Governing Body, it was decided that Owlcotes was the best fit for Morley Victoria; being an all-primary school MAT whose vision and values aligned with our own. Joining the Trust has brought about many positive changes for our senior leaders and staff who are benefiting from working collaboratively with other schools and gaining some excellent CPD opportunities. The children will have noticed less changes as life at Morley Victoria is just so busy – now with a few added extra lovely events to add to the calendar with other schools in the MAT.
As a Governing Body we are so grateful for both the quality of education the children receive and the vast number of activities and opportunities on offer at Morley Victoria – the visits, visitors, residentials and the Extra Curricular offer – all of which contribute to make our school a very special place. With all of this in mind there are now a few thank you’s to share:
To the children…
Who are an absolute joy to spend time with and are a credit to our school. The way they embrace new challenges, new ideas and show respect for one another is just wonderful. Our children work so hard and thanks to them, our school is a great place to be every day.
As you will know, some of our children have taken part in Statutory Tests and as always, we are delighted to be able to share the 2025 results with you:







End of Reception
At the end of 2025, 57% of our Reception children achieved a ‘Good Level of Development’. The Early Years staff have worked incredibly hard with the children to achieve this great result, and we are confident the children are moving into both Reception and Year 1 are very well prepared for the next stage of their school journey.
Year 1 Phonics
Our Year 1 children did an excellent job with their phonics check and 88% of the children achieved the expected standard. Thank you to the Year 1 team of staff, parents and carers for your hard work, your perseverance and the many interventions that you put in place to achieve this. 
Year 4 Multiplication Check
Year 4 children completed the National Times Tables Check and 87% achieved more than 19/25: with an excellent 57% of the year group achieving 100%. Well done to everyone for your hard work and effort again.
Years 2, 3, 4 and 5 -have also completed rigorous assessments this year and everyone is working extremely hard to ensure their success over the coming few years. The children are making excellent progress!
Year 6 SATs
In Year 6, National SATs papers were sat in May throughout a one-week period and the following results were achieved:
· Reading 85% at the Expected Level with 38% of children at Greater Depth.
· Writing 80% at the Expected Level with 18% of children at Greater Depth.
· Maths 92% at the Expected Level with 52% of children at Greater Depth.
· Spelling, Punctuation & Grammar 85% at the Expected Level with 42% of children at Greater Depth.

We would like to extend our congratulations to our Year 6 children, families and staff who have all shown great resilience and determination throughout this last year to achieve those results – we are so very proud of you! We wish you lots of love and luck as you move on to high school. Remember that you will always be part of the Morley Victoria family and we are always here for you, should you need us. You are welcome here any time!
