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X (Formerly known as Twitter) Policy
2025-2026

Rationale 

In this technology rich world our pupils, parents/carers and the wider community live in, social media is becoming more and more part of daily life. When agencies like Ofsted release new guidance on X days before it appears elsewhere, it’s important that staff at Morley Victoria embrace X to not only keep up to date with important changes that can impact learning in their classroom but also to connect with teachers across the globe who are sharing resources, ideas and discussing important aspects of education. This policy will explain acceptable use of X relating to Morley Victoria’s X accounts: @morleyvictoria, the year group X accounts and other professional X accounts within school. The policy will explain the purpose of X in Morley Victoria and the benefits that will arise from its proper use.

What is X? 

X is used to communicate thoughts and ideas within a small number of characters and usually references people, places and activities that tend to invite replies. X accounts can follow other X accounts or be followed by other X accounts and all posts are public. Users are able to Direct Message (DM) other users should they wish something not to be made for public viewing.

Why will Morley Victoria and staff be using X? 

The reason Morley Victoria and staff will be using X is two-fold. 
1. To share and showcase the wonderful things happening at school. 
2. For staff to engage in educational discussions that can enrich their own practice. 
X will not be used to engage with individual parents/carers directly; however, important announcements and notices could be sent as part of general communication to families. Professional staff accounts will belong to the staff, and they will be solely responsible for their posts. Tens of thousands of teachers in the UK are on X, and this is what we at Morley Victoria are keen for our teachers to join. Similarly, it will also contain information detailing special events at school. The aim of this is to run alongside more traditional methods like sending home letters, and not to replace it.

The school’s name account @morleyvictoria 

Only the Headteacher, Assistant Headteachers and the Computing Lead will have access to the official school X account. As the school moves forward with X, other staff members may be invited to post from the official school account. Should this happen, this policy be updated.

Other professional accounts in school

These accounts are uniquely named so that parents/carers must be precise with the underscore and capital letters in order to follow our accounts. These are run by staff working in the relevant year groups. The content will adhere to the X etiquette set out below. 

Only the Headteacher and Computing Lead have access to the passwords for these accounts. The Computing Lead will set up any accounts on staff iPads.

X Etiquette 

Any posts from the official school account, or from professional accounts, will be grammatically correct and will not contain text language like lol, gr8 or l8r. Some posts may contain hashtags if they are directly linked to official charities and organisations that the school is affiliated with or trying to promote. General hashtags - particularly self-made hashtags - can lead to inappropriate content or connections so are not to be used. 
Safeguarding Pupils 

To safeguard the pupils at Morley Victoria, no names of pupils will be used alongside any pictures of pupils. On entry to the school parents/carers are asked to give their permission to post pictures on X, they have the right to remove this permission at any time. Posts sent by the school will adhere to this list of permissions provided by the school office. If posts are sent inviting people to view a blog post by an individual pupil, only their first name will be used.

Residentials and trips out of school

The school account will post when the children have arrived on trips/residential. Posts taken from the trip/residential will be uploaded after the trip has finished or on an evening if this is on a residential visit. 
Who can follow our school feeds? 

Anyone can follow the school’s X accounts. A regular check will take place to check recent followers. Any user following the school accounts that is deemed unsuitable or not adding any value to the school will be blocked. This decision will be made on a case-by-case basis. Parents/carers will be encouraged to follow the official school account to receive the information the school is posting up to X and their individual year group accounts. In no circumstances should pupils be allowed to follow the school’s accounts. Should this happen, the staff are to block the pupil and inform a member of the SLT at their earliest convenience.

Who will @morleyvictoria follow? 

To protect itself from inappropriate content being distributed into its news feed, @morleyvictoria will not actively seek to follow other users. However, exceptions may be made where following an @ handle has obvious benefits to the school. Once again, these will be decided on a case-by-case basis. @morleyvictoria sees itself more as a distributor of information to those who follow it and not as a receiver of information.

What is inappropriate content and referencing and how will it be dealt with? 

@morleyvictoria welcomes any referencing, mentions, or interactions that posit the school in a positive light only. Therefore, Morley Victoria Primary School deems any of the following as inappropriate: 
( Offensive language or remarks aimed at the school, its staff, parents/carers, governors or others affiliated with the school. 
( Extremist views or radical views or opinions.

( Unsuitable images or content posted into its feed. 
( Unsuitable images or content finding their way from another’s account into our feeds. 
( Images or text that infringe upon copyright.

( Comments that aim to undermine the school, its staff, parents/carers, governors or others affiliated with the school. Any inappropriate content will be deleted, and its users will be removed, blocked, and, depending on the nature of the comment, reported to X. 
Furthermore, incidents of a more serious nature may be reported to the appropriate authority.

Parent / Carer Agreement 

At the beginning of their education with us, each parent/carer is asked for their permission to put their children’s image on the school website. These permissions now include X. Where the parents/carers do not wish their child’s image to appear on the school website or on X, the school will aim to follow these wishes.  A parent has the right to remove their permission at any time.
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
